• This page provides you with your account information and allows you to change your 
password.  It also allows you to enter an email address for the purposes of email 
notifications and enhanced communication between you and the district. 

• Once logged in, you will have various options to view your student’s data. Notice at 
the top of the screen, your child’s name appears. If you have more than one child in 
the district, you can switch to your other children by clicking the arrow to the right 
of your child’s name. A drop down menu will appear containing your other children. 
Select the one you would like to view. 

 
USER NOTE: 
All options listed under general information may not be available. The district is 
working diligently to ensure all data in each module is clear, understandable and 
accurate. When each module has been thoroughly tested and deemed ready for roll-
out, a message will appear in the message center informing you that a new link is 
available to you.

• This page provides you with a monthly view of your child’s assignments, absences,

• You may click on any blue underlined date to view specific information posted for 
that particular day.    

• You may hover your cursor over an assignment to view more information about that 
particular assignment.  This would include any comments the teacher has made 
about that particular assignment.

• You can view your child’s attendance record in three different formats.  Please 

note: your child is marked “unexcused” if he/she is absent and a parent did not 
call to report the absence.

• You cannot use this feature to report an absence. You must continue to call 
the school attendance line at 708-709-7699 mailbox number 2051 or 708-

Email Notification  
• You can request two types of notification:  The first is to request attendance 

information.  The second is to request notification if your child’s grade has changed 
within a given quarter.    

 

 
  

• You will need to click in the boxes on this screen (see above) and click “Change my 
Notification” to start receiving the emails.  

 
o If you request the grade notification, you will receive an email for any of the 

following:   
� Missing assignments in the current term  
� If a student received an assignment score less than what you set in 

the Low Assignment/Class Grade Percent in the last week  
� Progress report grade is less than what you set in the Low 

Assignment/Class Grade Percent   
� If a grade mark (letter grade) has changed.
